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THE WORLD CUP CANADA CUP
I by Stuart R. MacKenzie

The World Cup formerly The Canada Cup, was the idea of John Jay Hopkins.
They were inaugurated in 1953 with the first team match for the 'Canada
Cup' - they were designated to foster improvement of International relat-

ions to further good fellowship and understanding between countries of the
world.

I was lucky enough to attend the 1956 event at Wentworth while stationed
at Aldershot - giving the Scottish team of John Panton & Eric Brown some

support and knowing them, being members members of the West of Scotland
Alliance which I played in during the winter months.

Since its inception in 1953 - only 'seven' special cancellations and two
stamps have been issued to commemorate the event - some of the early marks
being very scarce indeed. The following illustrations- show all- of these
post marks and stamps - four of which are on specially prepared covers.

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%ngglaTED STATES POSTAL SERVICE CANCELLATIONS by Cora Collins

Each year the US Postal Service makes cancellations available for special
events upon request. The cancellations are requested through the local
post office which aill be providing the postal facilities at the site and
must be submitted for approval 90 days prior to the event. Designs are
usually drawn double the size needed and then will be reduced 50% by the
postal ageney preparing the canceller. A visit to the local postmaster
would be a good starting point in getting the cancellation approved, that
individual should be able to provide the requirements.

Announcements of the cancellations are made by Linns Stamp News and through
where to write for the cancellations, dates of use and dateby which request
must be made. Individuals prepare their own covers with stamps, mail them
to the given address along with a SASE for return of covers. The cancel-
lations are generally only announced a few weeks prior to the event so it
is not possible to publicize them in TEE TIME early enough to obtain them.

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SWEDISH SPECIAL EVENT POSTMARKS -GOLF by Olle Bandh

In Sweden golf now is the fastest growing sport. Among the 8.4 million
inhabitants are 200,000 members of a golf club, and new golf courses are
built rapidly. As Sweden is rather sparsely populated. we have a lot of .
space for golf courses. The only problem isthe winter. In the southern
part of the country you can play 8 - 10 months a year, but in the north
the season is short, 5 -6 months. On the other hand the light nights
there allow golf almost throughout the twenty four hours.

The great interest has not yet led to a Swedish golf stamp, but eight
special event postmarks can be introduced to you:

"

1. 1969, Tylosand. World Golf Championships for members of Rotary,
played on the course Trlosand outside the west-coast town of
Halmstad. Tylosand is considered to be the best golf course in
Sweden.

2. 1979, Goteborg (Gothenburg). Thematc stamp exhibition "Ball sport"
st exhibition hall "Post-Expo".

3. 1981, Linkoping. Scandinavian Open, one of the professional
tournaments on the European Tour. Winner : Seve Ballesteros.

4. 1981, Amal. Swedish Amateur Championships at Forsbacka Golf Club.

5. 1981, Vallentuna. Inauguration of the golf course "Ulna". The
postmark shows the third hole, par 3, with the green built on a
small island. Probably the most famous golf hole in Sweden.

6. 1982, Linkoping. 10th Scandinavian Open. Winner: Bob Byman.

7. 1983, Akersberga. Scandinavian Open at Ullna (see No. 5)e
Winner: Sam Torrance.

8. 1983, Bara. 20th anniversary of the golf club "Bokskogen" (The
beech woods) outside the City Malmo. Club-emblem.
