The SPS was formed in 19688 to promote Scotland's culture and
tradition by {(ss3uing or assisting in the i(s3ue of vignettes. Al
that time it was felt that Scotland was being ignored, by the
Post Office in particular (some still do). The first issue was to
celebrate the B8th Centenary of the friendship between Scotland
and France known as th "Auld Alliance®". The designer wWas a
gentleman known to us all as the Editor of Tee Time !

The SPFS was taken over by +the ALBA Stamp Group in 1978 uho
tfontinued the production of vignettes and, in one case, a special
cover honouring 'Paraffin' Young used in comjunction With the UK
Energy issues of 1978. Also, early in 1878 a proposal was put
forward by the Group as a result of an enquiry from St Andrews to
issue 4 postcards. Black and white drawings, two of which are of
golf interest, were prepared by a well-known Glasgow artist,

Gordon Rennie. The matter was not pursued but a limited numnber of
cards were prepared based on the two designs pertaining to golf.

Later, some were privately overprinted in green for the 1978 Open
at St Andreus. In 19B4 a number had the overprint date altered sc
that they could be used during that St Andrews Open. A very few
of the unoverprinted cards were utilised for the 1979

Colgate-Falmolive Chanpionships (again St Andrews).

Needless to say, all these items are now sScarce

The ALBA Group has ceased all production of vignettes and cards
since 1878 although they continued to sell the stock for many

years. None of +the items produced apart from those mentioned
related to golf.

The course being officially
opened in 1927 was abandoned at the end of the 1928 season (see page 336
'The Lundy Golf Course' extract taken from the book 'Lundy' by A and M
Langham, 1984)

The open competition is held every five years, and was first played over
the course in 1985, but no covers were produced for the event. The 1990
Championship took place and covers were produced as illustrated below.

Members and any Visitiors who happen to be visiting the Island can take

part in the Championship. The format is a 'Foursome' but, with one club,
the lowest score being returned are the winners. From information given
by Mr R.E. Allen of the Lundy Study Circle, about 40 members and visitors
took part in 1990. Approximately 40 odd covers were produced and sold to
members and visitors who in turn posted them from Lundy.
