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THE GOLF, IL. PRECANCEL

by Dr EIiRON MORGAN

GOLF, IL. cancels have already been discussed and 1illustrated by
Stuart MacKenzie in TEE TIME (3, PP. 27-20; 9, P. 98). The purpose of
this brief article 1is to bring to the attention of members some
details concerning the GOLF, IL. precancel.

GOLF, IL. has only used two precancel devices. One of these was a
locally obtained handstamp which gave the +Hmpression shown on the
upper stamp in the illustration. The other precancel 4s Universal

Style 701 produced by a 25 subject hand electro device and 4=
represented on the four lower stamps in the illustration.

Precancel collectors acknowledge a precancelled stamp as a cancelled
stamp. Such attempts are collected less than the gum with which they
were issued. To expect a precancelled stamp to have its original gum
is seldom achievable 1if the stamp has been used for 1its 4dintended
purpose.

JAPANESE SPECIMEN-OVERPRINTED
POSTAL ISSUES (Stamps and Cards)

An inquiry was recently made re-

garding "mihon" or specimen over-

prints on Japanese Echo cards. The
specimen cards and stamps are dis-
played in Japanese post offices so
that an individual might see what is
available before going to the window

to make a purchase. Schools also
receive the specimen stamps and
cards as a form of publicity. In

addition, specimens are sold to
individuals or collectors through an
assosciation in Tokyo.

While the exact guantity of specimen
overprinted echo cards is not known,
it is most likely several thousand
based on the fact that 68,000 to
70,000 are overprinted for most
stamp issues. In contrast, 18,000
te 20,000 New Year lottery sheets
are overprinted with the mihon
characters. Consequently, one could
not describe the specimen echo cards
as rare, but one would expect to pay
a few more dollars than one would
pay for the regular mint cards.

TEE TIME, No. 6, December 1988,
shows what the "mihon" overprints
look like and discusses their usage.

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HANDSTAMPS FOR THE NEW U.K. GOLF ISSUE

July was certainly a busy month in the "Golf" calendar - a new issue of five golf stamps on the*5th,
with all the spin-offs connected with such an issue, As well as stamps, Royal Mail produced a
Presentation Pack, some of the illustrations used were given by Sarah Fabian-Baddiel who is one of
our members. Five Maxim cards each depicting a stamp and two Official Royal Mail covers were also
available.

Altogether sixteen special handstamps were produced and all of these are illustrated on the opposite
page (Nos. 2-16, 18)

Nos. 2 and 3 were sponsored by Royal Mail, Philatelic Bureau, Edinburgh and No. 4 by Royal Mail,
London North Special Handstamp Centre,

Nos. 5-8 were sponsored by Adrian Bradbury, Leicester. I was pleased to give him permission to
design a handstamp for TEE TIME to be used on one of his special limited edition covers - "The TEE
TIME Official” cover. This handstamp was used again on July 26 (No. 21) on the Northern Ireland
Prestige Booklet, one of the inter-panes depicting a "Golf Ball".

Nos. 9-14, 18 were sponsored by Benham, Folkstone for use on their Silk series specialized covers, all
illustrated in the previous issue of TEE TIME. Please note that the handstamp for "Golf Monthly”

was withdrawn at the last moment and replaced by "The Mail on Sunday" handstamp.

No. 15 was sponsored by Covercraft, London for use on their special illustrated cover with permission
from Royal Troon Golf Club. ‘

No. 16 was sponsored by the Honourable Company of Edinburgh Golfers, Muirfield, who's 250th
Anniversary was the reason for the Golf issue.

Note: covers are not for sale to the general public.

As well as the above special handstamps, the week before, the Dunblane Rotary Club sponsored a
handstamp for the 10th Anniversary of the Rotary AM-AM and Dunblane New Golf Club.

Three Open Championship handstamps were produced for the Turnberry Open the following week.
Nos. 17, 20 were sponsored by Rutherfords of Dundee and used, with permission, by the Royal and
Ancient on their cover, (as illustrated in the previous issue). These proved so popular , that they have
all sold out!

No. 19 was sponsored by Benham and used with their Open Champions cover on the first day, while a
similar handstamp with the Winners name has been withdrawn, Benham's winners cover will now be
cancelled with handstamp no. 20.

During the cancelling of the philatelic material, the Special Handstamp Centres at Glasgow and
London North employed two types of canceller and are easily recognized - "Pad canceller" and
"Special Rubber". They were cancelled as follows (with exception of both Open handstamps which
are always the rubber type). All cancels were struck by the "Pad canceller”, and Nos. 3-5, 7-12, 14, 16
and 18 are found cancelled with the "Special rubber "type.

Special Rubber self-inking rubber handstamps were first used in 1964 and have been the most
common canceller used for handstamps. The rubber postmark face is fixed to a spring loaded
mechanism in a frame (with handle) and placed over the envelope (having four points of contact).
This allows an even contact and clear impression of the cancellation.

Pad canceller was a device in development trials during 1991 - 92 (London). It came into operational
use about mid 1992 due to demand for better quality postmark impressions. They are much blacker
and clearer than the Special Rubber handstamps and give a complete impression over the edge of the

stamp.
