STAMP ISSUES

This edition contains an updated list of golf stamp
issues including souvenir sheets and booklets. The
list has been revised and updated using the 1999
edition of Scott Catalogue. Many numbers are
still needed to update the Gibbon numbers. If
anyone has access to a current c:ataiuguc, these
can be updated for future lists.

A number of collectors will not agree with the list
of stamps since it does not include such items as
local post, issues purported to be from former
Russian republics, etc. While these are con-
sidered collectible by some of our members, if
they are not valid for postage, they are not
included in the catalogue. Some stamps listed are
questionable but without some confirmation about
their validity, they are included because those
countries are part of the Universal Postal Union.

There are always questionable designs. For
instance, a couple members have questioned an
issue of Mexico. In order to verify this someone
needs to obtain information from the Post
regarding the design or determine what games
were held in conjunction with the event illustrated

by the stamp. There are a number of different
sized balls in the design, however we need some
other confirmation that one of these 1s a golf ball.

Additions or corrections to the list are appreciated.
Please check your sources before sending a
volume of photocopies for the editor to decipher.

The postcard on the front page is the second card
(No. 6) in the series described in the last issue of
TEE TIME. This card was a premium packed
inside a candy bar, comparable to a baseball card
packed with bubble gum. See TEE TIME, Vol. 5,
Issue 1, page 3.

Members are welcome to submit cards for the
front of TEE TIME. However, to make it more
interesting, please prepare a written explanation
of the card giving details as to when published,
name of company, postal usage, era. Picture post
cards were a very popular hobby around the turn
of the last century and many exist with a golf
theme. Remember that a very clear photocopy or
image of the card is need in order for it to be
reproduced.

Rhos-on-Sea Golf Club Centenary
by Richard Derrick

1999 marks the Centenary of the tenth golf club in
Wales—Rhos-on-Sea Golf Club. A special cancel-
lation was made available on January 1, 1999
when the centenary year began at the club house
with a reception followed by a flag raising
ceremony.

The golf course is located on the coast of northern
Wales midway between Colwyn Bay and
Llandudno, 6 km east of Llandudno.. The course
consists of undulating land believed to be the
original bed of the River Conway. It is an 18-hole
course of just over 6,000 yards. The terrain is
largely flat, however a combination of water
hazards and several natural plateau greens makes
it more difficult to obtain a good score.

George Duncan was the club’s first professional.
After leaving the club, he went on to become the
1920 Open Champion and played for Great Britain
and Ireland in the Ryder Cup.

The main focus of the centenary celebrations will
be a golf open week commencing on July 5th with
a variety of competitions held that week. A large
marquee will be pitched at the front of the
clubhouse. A summer ball will be held in the
marquee July 3rd and the Maelgwn Male Choir
will give a concert July 7. Other social events are
also planned.
