AMERICAN AIRMAIL FLIGHTS AND GOLF-AN ADDENDUM
by Cora B. Collins

The first installment of this article appeared in 7EE TIMI, Issue 2, December 1987. At the end of the article,
was a sentence which invited others to send information on additional flight covers. Any such information
would be included in a future edition of 7TEE TIME. After twelve years, member Pat Loehr send me a
photocopy of a cover she had recently purchased. T am including it here along with four additional ones
which [ have acquired

The first three airmail covers were flown during National Airmail Week 1938. This marked the 20th
Anniversary of scheduled airmail. According to an article in the September-October issue of US Stamp
News, this one week in May 1938 (15-21) resulted in somewhere between 8,000 and 10,000 different
cacheted covers. No record exists of the many covers authorized for that week. One must rely on the search
and find system of documenting the covers related to golf.

One of the new covers was postmarked May 15. It was produced for Coral Gables, Florida. A second cover
dated May 18 was for Fort Myers, Florida. The third National Airmail Week cover is postmarked May 19
and was for Sault Ste. Marie, Michigan.
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The last two covers are for the
establishment of a new airmail
route for Eastern Air Lines. These
covers document the inaugural
flight of Eastern Air Lines from
Miami, Florida to Barranquillal,
Colombia. There were two
covers. The first one was
postmarked at the AMF (airport
facility), Miami, June 1, 1981.
This cachet was done in purple ink.

A second cover was postmarked at the regular post office, Miami, Florida 331. The cachet on this cover was
printed in blue ink. It appears these cachets would have been applied by the US Postal Service. See below.

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FROM THE MOON TO AUSTRALIA

Ongce again | have been browsing through Michael
McConnell's The Complete Book of Golf. This is
one of those books that you need not read from
cover to cover. Instead, it can be opened at any
page and there will be something of interest
written there—-something factual or humorous,
something serious or sad. Randomly | opened at
the “fruntcake” section which describes some
incidents relating to man’s mystifying obsession to
transpose golf from the difficulties of fairways,
rough and bunkers, and to relocate it in some
other context. This lunatic fringe of golfers have
pitted their skills against such sites as the
Pyramids, the Grand Canyon, Victoria Falls, the
river Thames as well as any mountain worth
climbing. '

In 1961 four Aberdeen University students failed
in their attempt to play golf to the peak of Ben
Nevis—they ran out of golf balls after losing 63! A
Sussex professional, Charlie Macey, hit golf shots
anywhere but on a golf course--across Hadrian’s
Wall, against archers, fishermen and javelin
throwers in cross-country matches. He also had a
fixation on playing golf from high places and
climbed the Blackpool Tower, Mount Blanc and
the Matterhorn simply to hit a golf ball from the
top and so experience what Henry Cotton called
“_..the incomparable thrill of driving downhill.”

What, 1 hear you ask, has this to do with golf
philately? Well, read on. McConnell's next
account referred to Geoff Moore who believed
that his golf shot from the Mountains of the Moon
was the highest and longest on record--from an
altitude of 15,000 feet to the camp hut 2,000 feet
below. To me ‘golf and moon’ were synonymous
with Alan Shepard and not Geoff Moore. After
re-reading and checking 1 then realized that

Moore’s Mountains of the Moon were, in reality,
in Uganda!

Golfers will always be grateful to Alan Shepard
who took golf to the moon, and we golf
philatelists will be aware of the 1972 Ras al
Khaima stamp set issued to celebrate Apollo
X1V’s safe return from the moon after the near
disaster of Apollo XIII, One of the stamps shows
Shepard hitting his lunar 6 iron.

The specially constructed club that was used on
the moon is now on display at the USGA Golf
House in Far Hills, New Jersey. Rich Skyzinski
reported on an interview with Shepard (Golf
Journal, August 1998) who recalled that February
6, 1971 moon shot. It turned out that he actually
hit two golf balls—the first one he shanked (a fate
which befalls many of us on the first tee of a new
course!). But the second ball was struck sweetly
and traveled at least 200 yards. Shepard knew the
distance as the ball landed just beyond a previously
measured 200 meter “experimental field” used by
the astronauts. Shepard was not keen on the idea
that a company should commercially exploit the
knowledge of the make of ball he had used. Only
Shepard had that knowledge and he never
divulged the secret to anyone.

In October 1988 the Royal Australian Air Force
staged a major Air Show Exhibition at Richmond



RAAF Base as part of the Australian Bicentennial Celebrations. The Royal Flying Doctor Service
participated and sold specially prepared flight covers which had the two 1987 RFDS stamps and Australian
stamps tied by a special RAAF cancel showing a Hercules plane. At this event the Special Guest of Honor
was Alan Shepard. It is reported that he was a very private person who was generally reluctant to give his
autograph, but he was so impressed with the work of the RFDS that he agreed to a request by officials to
autograph a small number of covers which could be sold to raise funds for the RFDS. One of these covers
is shown below.

Looking for the Unusual
by Cora B. Collins

When dealers ask what are you looking for, my favorite response is--that which I don’t know exists. At a
recent stamp show in Houston, Texas I found one of those items.

For several years | looked for the 1962 French stamp with single usage on cover. | always found it used in
conjunction with another stamp or stamps. In talking to some French collectors, we decided it was not a
particular rate, internal to the country, external, air mail, etc. Instead, it was issued as a makeup rate which
could be used in conjunction with other stamps to form the rate needed.

It wasn't until the early 1990s that | saw one in an auction catalogue, single usage on cover. I called the
auction house to see what I could learn before | placed a bid. The individual who assigned the estimated
price of $75.00 could only tell me that it is not common to see single usage on cover. He did not know what
the rate was either at the time it was issued. With so little information, it seemed much too high a price to
pay so | did not bid on it.

However, within a couple of years, I did find two or three covers with the single usage. The one thing |
noticed was that these covers were postmarked in 1964 or later. Perhaps the rate had changed since the golf
stamp was issued in 1962.

In Houston, I found two covers with single usage of the stamp. 1 began to look closer and discovered that
they were addressed to the President of the United States in care of the White House. Both dates were
during L.B. Johnson's term as president, 1964-1965. 1 learned from the dealer that they had acquired the
covers from a former secretary of President Johnson.

To continue with the
cover, it is the variety of
the stamp without the line
under Republique Francais.
It was mis-addressed to
London, backstamped
London, then forwarded
to the United States. The
cover is a great addition to
any collection and found
by just looking through
vast quantities of foreign
covers, separated only by
country. I doubt the dealer
was aware of the variety or
that the letter was mis-
addressed to London. He
only knew that he had the
correspondence of LBJ.




NEW ISSUES

Japan issued a golf stamp for the 54th National
Sports Festival, formerly known as the National
Athletic Meet. The event is a festival of athletics
and physical fitness held to widely promote sports
among citizens as well as to improve health and
fitness, and also to contribute to the reestablish-
ment of regional sports and cultural development.

The stamp depicts a golfer and gentians (upper
left), the flower of Kumamoto prefecture, where
the summer and autumn athletic meets were held
in 1999 Golf is now formally included in the
meets and will be in the future. This is the first

sport to be formally included in eleven years, -~

bowling was adopted in 1988.

Twenty-seven million of the 50 yen stamp were
issued on Friday, September 10, 1999. The size is
27.0 x 22.7mm and it was printed from a six-color
photogravure process. The stamp was issued in
sheets of 20 and the designer was Mie Mimata.

Two different cancellations were available in
different parts of Japan. I'm including a copy of
the announcement regarding the hand and machine
cancels. Note the machine cancel was available
only on September 10. It appears Mie Mimata
also designed the two cancellations.

A third cancel was available in two local post
offices within Kumamoto prefecture. See below.

As soon as we have some con-
firmation on which of these are legitimate stamp
issues, we will feature them in 7TEE TIME. It
appears some of the UPU countries are now
engaged in the proliferation of stamps as a money
making scheme and golf appears to be a favorite.
