Since the last Tee Time update | have received information from Jim Senkewitz, Millard Mack, and William Graham from
the United States and Amold van Balgooi from The Netherlands. [n addition, Cora Collins has contributed considerable
listings (o the project. Many thanks to all. Along with her list of meters, Cora sent the meter copies she had received from
members after her initial request for them.  Many of those copies are unclear and that makes it difficult to get the
information to accurately list them. A list of many of those meters appears and | ask for you to check your meters and
if you have any from this list to please send a copy (it may be better than the one we have). 1 have also included a group
of United States meters that are missing a date. Docs anyone have any of them with a date? An example of this tvpe of
meter is pictured.

Four countries dominate the list, so we might try to establish the earliest known meter for each country. The carliest dates
submitted are:

Australia Apnil 22, 1949 Great Britain Apnl 9, 1930
France 7777, 1936 United States December 21, 1934

Docs anyone have an carlier meter for these countries? 'We might also try to identify the earliest known usage (EKU) for
some of the meter groups such as the Shell's Wonderful World of Golf meters. The current EKU for that group is May
23, 1961. If we try to establish carliest known meters that might generate interest, challenge and excitensent to continue
to search for earlicr meters of a known design. The Shell meters appeared for several years (1961-70) making them
especially plentiful.

Another useful identifier for topical meters is their color. At this point it scems that the United States is the only country
to produce meters in several colors. So far, all the meters submitted from countries outside the United States are red. Do
you know of any non-US meters in a color other than red?

Please consider only those meters that picture and/or mention golf in their slogan area. Some golf equipment companics
have been included even though they do not specifically mention golf. Now that our list is in the hundreds, | will continue
to check for accuracy as it has become very detailed. We hope to include many illustrations of the meters listed from the
photocopies that are received, so please try to send the best copy you can. Sometimes the meter mark itself is difficult
to decipher which will then result in an unclear copy. | would still encourage you to continue to send any meter
information you have to offer for the handbook.

stamp on October 1, 2001.
