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Front Postcard

Couldn’t resist adding a little humor in this
election year for the US members. 1 found this
1908 post card in my stock. The two candidates
are identified as Taft and Bryan. The card did go
through the mail and it carries a seal picturing W,
J. Bryan on the reverse side. I assume whoever
sent it was supporting Bryan in the election.

I don’t know how popular political post cards
were in the early part of the 20th Century,
however, this is the only one | have seen with one
of the candidates playing golf-or should 1 say
swinging a club!!

The card did go through the mail--Waverly,
Nebraska to Lincoln, Nebraska. It was
copyrighted in 1908 by the Redwine-Dexter Co.
of Chicago. There is a seal on the lower left
(reverse side of card) which indicates it was
printed by a union printer--Allied Printing of
Chicago.



CANCEL CORNER

A number of individuals have contributed
cancellations to this issue. The first member was
Dino T. Tognellini. He sent the first three cancels.

The first cancellation was for the Seniors Italian
Open. It was also the 75th Anniversary of golf in
Venice. The date of usage was May 15, 2004.
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The second cancellation from Dino was for the
official opening of the Montechiarello Golf Club,
located in Orti. The date of usage was May 22,
2004.
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The third cancellation provided by Dino was a
French one which appears to be for a philatelic
event or the trophy of the European Academy of
Philately. Jt was used on July 18, 2004 in
Combles-en-Barrois, France.
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The next series of cancellations came from
Hamish Anderson and were later translated by
Yutaka Matsubayashi. The first six cancellations
are for the Japan Open Golf Championship and
were used October 16, 2003, The thing that
differs is the location of the post office. This
information is found under the date in each of the
cancellations.

1754-22-14-14-5

Those who know my golf game may well think that the above title were my scores on 5 successive golf
holes--but they would be wrong! Nevertheless, it does seem to be an odd title for an article published in a
golf-related philatelic journal. But, read on and all will be explained.

The year was 1754 and 22 noblemen and gentlemen of Fife presented a silver club to be played for over the
links at St. Andrews. The first Challenge for this Silver Club was played for by 14 gentlemen on the 14th
of May (month #5) with the winner being named “Captain of the Golf”. (By now the reader should
comprehend the title’s meaning!) The first winner was William Landale one of the most prominent citizens
of St. Andrews. From this early beginning evolved The Society of St. Andrews Golfers which later became
the Royal and Ancient Golf Club of St. Andrews. The Society’s members met “every fortnight by eleven
of the clock...to play a round of the links, to dine at Bailie Glass’s and to pay each a shilling for his dinner--
the absent as well as the present”.

This year is the 250th Anniversary of the R & A and among the many forms of celebration are some of
philatelic interest, though I'm reliably informed that Royal Mail declined the suggestion that there should
be an issue of golf stamps. It is appropriate to start with meter slogan cancels and a variety of these have
been in use in 2004. Fig. 1 shows the familiar boxed return address slogan with the R & A crest. Figure
2 features the R & A crest with the addition of the year 1754 beneath. Figure 3 is a repeat of the R & A crest

with year plus the notation “250th Anniversary 14th May 2004". In figure 4 we see one type of cover used
by the R&A which repeats the figure 4 slogan meter cancel but also features the addition of a bottom left
‘corner card’ showing the R & A crest and date plus the notation “250th Anniversary™ beneath. (The more
observant reader will have noticed that the date cancel is the exact anniversary date: 14-05-04.

The Royal Bank of Scotland co-operated with the R & A to produce a commemorative 5 pound note which
was presented with a special folder in a commemorative cover. Figures 5 and 6 show the front and the
reverse of the 5 pound note and 2 million of these were printed. The front shows the note’s serial number
with the prefix R & A as well as the R & A crest with 1754 beneath. The reverse features even more golf-
related elements—the R & A Clubhouse, the 18th green on the Old Course, the Captains’ silver clubs and
golf balls, the Open Claret Jug, and an illustration of Old Tom Morris. Figure 7 shows the commemorative
cover prepared by the Royal Bank of Scotland.

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The second item provided is a picture post card of the Golf Country Club de Saint Donat. Indications are
that it came out of a booklet made up of several cards. The other side shows a golf club in the area of the
stamp.

A set of six stamps, 6 different values, was issued on July 29, 2004. It
was Migratory Birds, Part 3, Passerines. The set of stamps was designed
by Andrew Robinson, printed by offset lithography in sheets of 10. The
40 p value has a golf course in the background, green and flag are
visible.

Canada

The two stamps issued for the
100th Canadian Open were
described but not pictured in
the June 2004 issue of TEE
TIME. We now have images
of the two stamps and the pane
of 8. Both stamps are
designed in the shape of a golf
ball.

In addition to the stamps a
number of other collectibles
with the same designs are
available. This includes round
playing cards, a set of six
cork-backed coasters, a stamp
and coin gift set, and a
commemorative frame
including stamps, coins, and
souvenir medallion.
