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NEW GOLF CATALOG

Domfil Catalogos Tematicos Internacionales has
published their first thematic catalog on golf stamps.
If you have access to the INTERNET, you can bring
up the website at www.domfil.com.

The catalog was released in 2005. According to the
website, the catalog consists of 363 stamps, 229
sets, and 72 pages. The text is in both Spanish and
English. The size is 17 cm by 24 ¢m and includes
numbering systems used by Comfil, Yvert et Tellier,
Scott, Michel, and Unificato.

The book is arranged by alphabetically by country
and chronologically within a country if there is
more than one golf issue Stamps are illustrated in
full color at 50 percent of their original sizes.
Stamp values are stated in both Euros and U.S.
dollars.

Price of the catalog is 19 Euros plus postage.
Foreign orders are exempt from tax, however, one
would need to contact the company direct in order
to determine the amount of postage.

French Meter Stamp

Stephan Filanovitch provided us with a new French meter stamp issued by the French Federation of Golf
to announce the French Open, June 23-26, 2005. The town name is Levallois P. Pal which means Levallois
Perret Principal (principal post office of the town). We are told this is the only location where the meter is
available. While this sample is non-denominated, the current Euro rate within France is now .53 Euro.

The meters are now done in blue ink whereas they were previous done in red. We are told that blue ink is
now a requirement.

A similar meter was used in 2004 for the French Open. It can be found on page 8 of the September 2004
issue of TEE TIME.

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Addendum to Iver Johnson Covers

The first article on Iver Johnson covers was by Thomas Marlborough and appeared in the September 2003
issue of TEE TIME.

While the design on this one is similar to the one used in 1933, it is smaller and easily fits above the
window on the envelope. The design however, does show four golf clubs whereas the earlier one only
showed one as the eagle has been redesigned and overall is smaller.

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Addendum to 1754 - 22-14-14-5

I recently received a copy of another five pound commemorative banknote issued by the Royal Bank of
Scotland. Unfortunately, I only received the one side of the item so we don’t know what is on the other
side. This follows an article published in the September 2004 issue of TEE TIME. Page 7 shows the first
five pound note issued to commemorate the 250 Anniversary of the Royal and Ancient Golf Club of St.
Andrews.

The banknote below honors Jack Nicklaus who won the Open Championship in both 1970 and 1978 held
on the Old course of St. Andrews, Scotland.. His scores in these two events are indicated on the lower left
of the banknote. The Royal and Ancient Golf Club appears over Nicklaus's right shoulder while the lower
right shows par and yards for each of the 18 holes of “The Old Course™.

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St. Andrews has a total of four golf courses. In addition to the Old course, there are Eden, New and Jubilee.
These are public courses with the ownership vested in the community and regulated by the Town Council.
The Open Championship is controlled by the Championship Committee of the Royal and Ancient Golf Club
whose Clubhouse overlooks the first tee of the Old Course.

If anyone can supply us with details regarding the banknote such as date of issue, quantity minted,
information regarding the reverse side of this banknote, and ordering information if still available we would
be happy to share with the membership.

It would be interesting to know how often the Royal Bank of Scotland issues such commemorative
banknotes. Is it a rarity for them to issue such an item or are several issued every year. One wonders if the
bank has individuals petitioning them to have specific people so honored on a commemorative banknote.
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The Masters of 1935
by Bill Graham

Gene Sarazen (born Eugene Saracine) was one of the dominant golfers of that era, no less in status than
Amold Palmer, Jack Nicklaus or Tiger Woods in their respective times. Born of an immigrant carpenter,
he had worked as a caddy and through his love of golf and hard work progressed to become, in 1922, the
youngest golfer to win the US Open Championship (again in 1940), multiple winner of the PGA
Championship (1922, 1923, 1933), the first winner of all four major professional championships of the
world, the US and British Open Championships, the PGA Championship and the Masters.

Much to his disappointment he missed playing the the first “Masters” having previously committed to an
overseas tour that year. In 1935 Sarazen arrived for the tournament as a highly fancied choice to win the
tournament, played four practice rounds, his total being seven under par! However at the 15" hole, on the
final day of play Sarazen was left with four holes to play and Craig Wood was being congratulated in the
club house as a sure winner with a score of 282, six under par and two strokes better than Horton Smith's
total in 1934.

Three strokes down and four holes to play, a seemingly impossible task, Sarazen struck his second shot and
he watched it land on the green and disappear into the hole-a double eagle, two shots on a par five. The
result of the “shot heard around the world” was a playofY for the title, Sarazen having equaled the score in
regulation play, he won the next day in a 36 hole playoff 144 to 149,

The minisheet was
reissued on September 28, 2004 with “SPECIAL EDITION” printed across it.

FINLAND MINIATURE OR SOUVENIR SHEET

This item was featured in the March 2005 issue of TEE TIME, page 9. Markku Helisma, a member from
Finland provided the initial information on the stamp issue. This sheet was also advertised on pages 12 of
both the March and June issues of TEE TIME.

I received the cover, see page twelve of this issue. Kaj Hellman used first day covers of this issue to
circulate information on his upcoming auction to be held on October 8, 2005, If you read the earlier article,
you will notice the last name associated with the auction house, is the same as the last name of the stamp
designer. Kaj Hellman inserted a card saying his son Oskari Hellman was the photographer and that the
young children, Kia Hellman and Otso Hellman are his son’s children.

The first day cancellation reflects the day of issue, May 11, 2005.

I came by this first day cover through a fellow stamp collector whom I have known for many years.
Hopefully, many of these covers have been saved and will get into the hands of golf philatelists. My
assumption is that he sent them to the individuals who would normally receive his auction catalogs.

Finally, John E. Traver has provided the Scoit numbers for the issue. According to him Scott calls it a
souvenir sheet and has assigned 1236 to the sheet and 1236a-d to the four single stamps which are perforated
13.25 on 3 or 4 sides.

If anyone can define the difference between a souvenir sheet and a miniature sheet, please provide it.
Otherwise we might just decide it depends upon the cataloguer and his or her mood the day the decision is
made! My preference would be to use the term used by the issuing country.
