TEEFTEESE

FRENCH ENVELOPE

Stephan Filanovitch

We were provided an answer to the question raised
by member, William Kellert in the December 2006
issue of TEE TIME, page 3. Dr. Kellert had ordered
the envelope with same indicia as stamp issue and
the postal agency would not cancel it First Day of
Issue.

According to Stephan, one of our members from
France, this envelope was privately printed by the
French Golf Federation. Therefore the postal
administration cannot issue a First Day Cancel. The
only way to get the FDC on this envelope was to
include one of the stamp issues as well.

This is one of those cases where different countries
have different rules regarding private versus
governmental issues. Many years ago several
European countries would print indicia on privately
prepared cards or envelopes. However, this was a
case where the government actually printed the
indicia. In the current situation, private
organizations apparently have permission to use an
official design and prepare the own envelopes
probably for a fee to cover postage.



GOLF ISSUES

Since we have not published an updated list of golf
stamps in several years, I set upon the task of
redoing the entire list, changing the format and
researching each issue as | proceeded.

In pursuing a task such as idemtifying the golf
stamps, it is necessary to begin with some criteria.
Basically, | included all issues which had either a
Scott or Stanley Gibbons number. [ lived with the
six volumes of Scott for several days, the 2007
version of Volume | and the 2006 version of
Volumes 2 through 6.

We do need to recognize that some numbers do
change from time to time by the cataloguer. One
such change was the first issue of Cook Islands.
For many years it was 263 and 263a. Now 1115 258
and 258a. Of course there is always the possibility
that an error was made in the writing and editing
process. However, it will take time to resolve this
issue with Scott. They had also changed the date
of issue and I pulled out my first day covers to
assure myself that it had not changed.

The Stanley Gibbons numbers have not been
researched by me but accepted from the various
sources which I have on hand. Anyone who can
add numbers, provided corrections, the information
would be very much appreciated. Please send to:

poststat@juno.com or P. O. Box 2183, Norfolk,
VA 23501 USA.

During this process, I also noted that a number of
countries have declared certain items to be illegal.
A few of these countries identified include Eritrea,
Maldives, Niger, and Tadjikistan. In many cases,
the subject matter of the sheets is identified and
this information is listed within the text of that
countries legitimate stamp issues. It would make
an interesting article to identify just how many
illegal issues have been circulated and even more
interesting to know who is making money from the
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sale of these illegal stamps. It certainly makes
judging a philatelic exhibit of stamps more
complex.

If other catalogues such as Gibbons, etc, have
provided information on illegal issues, please pass
that information on as well. 1f you do not own a set
of catalogues, many libraries in the US have them
available. We periodically use the ones in the
library when we want to be up to date on values, etc.
since we only purchase a set every five or so years.

Determining what is a golf issue varies from
collector to collector. [ probably approach the
subject by what would be allowed in an exhibit.
Others would want the item being examined to say
or portray golf equipment, a golf course or a golfer.
For example, I have included some booklets which
have references to golf on the interleaves. In this
category there are a sizable number of other issues
which I could include but have not primarily due to
time it takes to do the research. However, I do
know there are a number of booklets from Great
Britain, one from South Africa, and one from
Tunisia.

These need to be covered in TEE TIME and [ would
welcome an article regarding these.

Many oddities have entered the collectible realm of
golf stamps in recent years. These include
personalized stamps, computer generated postage,
etc. Other countries are allowing variations on local
post so the future is wide open for golf collecting.

I would be most interested in having your comments
on the golf stamp issues. No one has to agree with
the list as presented. Each collector has to decide
what they want to collect. However, I do feel that
the publication of our society should not be
promoting the collection of illegal stamps and will
not knowingly include them in the journal. 1 know
several have slipped through over the years. In the
future, one giveaway to illegal stamps is the lack of
a day of issue.

NEW ISSUE-BELGIUM

Golf was the theme of one of the three sports related stamps issued in January. On January 6 2007 the
stamp was available in Antwerpen with a special cancel. Then on January 8, the same stamp was available
at all post offices throughout the country. A special cancellation was available in Brussels on the 8"

Contrary to the other two sports depicted in this series (cycling and bowling), golfis still viewed as primarily
reserved for a select few in Belgium. Belgium’s first golf course opened as early as 1888 in Antwerp
province and encouraged by King Leopold I, a second course followed soon after in Ostend. Golf is now
becoming a more popular sport and Belgium boasts 80 courses and 50,000 golfers.

The designer of the stamps was Valerie Paul. The denomination of the sheet stamp is .65 Euros. The stamp
size is 27.66 mm times 40,20 mm. It was printed in sheets of ten with a margin of portraying several golfers
on a course [figure 1]. This issue is considered a special issue by the postal administration.

In addition to the special issue, the same stamps were issued as definitives in a booklet format containing
10 self-adhesive stamps [figure 2]. All three sports stamps were issued in booklets. The self-adhesive
stamps from the booklets will remain valid in the future. These stamps can be used for normalized priority
mail up to 50 g in Belgium. The value of each stamp is currently .52 Euro. These permanently valid stamps
can be used for mail attracting a higher postage than .52 Euro in combination with other stamps with face
value and this mail will be considered sufficiently franked.

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CATALOG NUMBERING SYSTEMS

| have to admit the more I read the catalogs, the more confused | became at times. I kept wondering what
is the difference between a souvenir sheet, a collective sheet, a miniature sheet, and a sheetlet. How do the
people assigning numbers to the variety of stamp issues decide what to call an issue. It would appear that
certain catalogs prefer certain terms. For instance, Stanley Gibbons seems to use the term miniature sheet
more often than others.

Another question is how do they decide whether 1o assign one number or three if there are three different
stamps involved. For many years Scott assigned a lower case “a” to a souvenir sheet. The “a” was normally
attached to the last stamp in the series which appeared on the sheet. For example, the 1953 issue of Japan,
Mt. Unzen which has the view of the golf course is 592 and the souvenir sheet is 593a. The second stamp
was the higher denomination.

Airmail stamps are designated with a *C”. Charity or semipostal stamps begin with the letter “B” and
official stamps begin with the letter “O”. The various categories of stamps follow one afier the other
alphabetically by country. There are a few exceptions. Guernsey, Jersey, and Isle of Man come after Great
Britain. Aland follows Finland and Ciskei and Bophutatswana follow South Africa. Make use of the index
to help determine which countries are contained in each volume.

Booklets seem to vary from one issue to the next. Sometimes the entire booklet is given a lower case “a”
under the regular issue. At other times the panes are listed separately and you may have two to four numbers
with lower cases in order to have a complete booklet. An example of this is the new Irish Prestige Booklets.

If anyone figures out the logic of the numbering systems, you need to let the rest of us know. It appears as
though the system has been amended many times as the number of annual issues has skyrocketed over the
last several years. Hope you can take the time to do some research on your own.
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
