The “Meel the Pros” through the medium of postage stamps occurred in De-
cember, 1995 during the play at the Johnnie Walker World Golf Champion-
ship at the Tryall Club, Jamaica, W.1.

The objective was to acquire an autograph(s) on a cover or envelope from the
participants, all twenty of the players. As I found out this ok some effort
and some luck. After the third round there were a couple of signatures which
were required 1o complete the task. Notably was the American, John Daly.
(Fig. 3) Big John was no where to be found except on the course and he dis-
appeared so quickly after each round.

That could have due to his poor play, because after the 3™ round he was dead
last. not breakin§ par on any round. John never appeared at the driving range
or around the 19" tee or the pro shop.

This was the last day and still no John. | made an enquiry at the pro shop and
they informed me that John was to tee off in half an hour. So, | hurried to the
1" tee and there he was, sitting on a cement tee marker, puffing on a cigarette
and sipping on a can of coke. | approached him and politely asked his for an
autograph and he simply reached in his pocket and pulled out a black felt
marker and zip, two covers were acquired. The black felt marker is used to
identify his golf ball with marks or a special symbol to indicate the ball he has
in play. That was a close one, bui the mission was finally accomplished.

Most players were very accommodating, especially Nick Faldo (Fig. 2) and
David Duval. They were curious about my request and were quite interested
in my project, Faldo was very good about this and signed several items relat-
ing to stamps and other material put out by the Toumament. Duval made a
joke if | was trying to gain a profit from the autographs and | replied that is
was just a project relating to golf on stamps.

Now, back to Johnnie Walker, as on the 17", Fred Couples (Fig. 1) had eagled the Par 5, striking two great
shots to reach the green in two, and then rolled in a longish eagle putt. To reach a playoff, Freddie had to bird-
ie the 18", to tie Loren Roberts and Vijay Singh. This was accomplished and the three, with four round scores
at 279, were driven by golf carts to start the sudden death playoff.
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The playoff commenced at the 18", with all players carding a par and returning to complete a further sud-
den death hole. Roberts and Singh played the hole poorly, but Freddie rolled in a birdie putt to capture the
Johnnie Walker for a second time. He was successful in the 1™ tournament five years earlier and won over
a million U.S. dollars.
