GOLF COURSE POSTCARD PACKS

This information was obtained through the “Postal Stationery Collector” journal of the Postal Stationery
Society of Australia (PSSA), February 2012, The editor, lan McMahon provided additional information
regarding the prepaid side of the cards. R

While visiting the Canberra post office, he unexpectedly came across a postcard pack entitled “Great Golf
Courses of New South Wales”. The pack of cards contains six prepaid postcards (serrated) so they can be
separated. He learned that there are actually three packs of cards—the other two are “Great Golf Courses of
Queensland™ and “Great Golf Courses of Victoria”. In talking with other members of the PSSA, they came
to the conclusion that the cards were not generally available at post offices. The packs sell for $9.95 Aus-
tralian dollars.

[t is unclear why the postcards were issued but it may have been related to an adhesive stamp issue of 27
September 2011. lan send an image of the prepaid or indicia side of the card. One might call it generic-no
relation to the picture side. Figure | shows the first card in the pack and Figure 2 shows the pack open on
one side and the prepaid indicia.

Severiano Ballesteros (Pedrefia, Cantabria, 1957-2011) is the greatest Spanish golfer of all times and
one of the best in the world. He began his career as a caddy at the early age of 10 and in 1974 turned
professional. His triumphs and international fame were soon to come. In 1979 he won the British
Open, one of the most prestigious tournaments in the world and in the years to come he would win it
on two further occasions. In 1980 he was the first European player to win the Augusta Masters and
to don the green jacket. He won it again in 1983. On several occasions he was champion of the
world's most renowned competitions such as the Ryder Cup and Match Play, and he was voted the
best player in the 1980's. In 2007 he retired, leaving for posterity a spectacular style of play. One of
his greatest achievements was to popularize golf, a sport virtually unknown in Spain and reserved
for the elite until his arrival.
