2 The second category of stamps are those issued by
dealers outside the country i.e. Inter-governmental Phila-
telic Corporation in New York which has a contract with
many African and Caribbean countries. While these
stamps may never have seen the country of issue, we
don't know if they could be used for postage or nol.
However, these could be tested if anvone were willing to
really research the area.

You would need to know someone living in the country.
Then buy some of the stamps through the Intergovern-
mental Agency in New York. Send them to someone
within the country and ask them to use them on a letter
back to you. You would need to know the postage rate
and perhaps make up a SASE for them. If it makes it
back to your country then you know they are valid for
postage even though printed by the New Yorkers. Ifit .
doesn’t come back then we would have a problem with
them.

Your experiences from this exercise would make an in-
teresting article for a future Tee Time.

DUKANE PRESS

Dukane Press, Inc. was a publisher of postcards, books and technical publications in Hollywood, Florida. Jerome 1. Bryant
(March 4, 1928—September 11, 2004), moved to Florida from New York in the early 1950°s. He purchased Dukane Press in
Hollywood, which grew 1o be an award winning company specializing in four-color (Photochrome or “chrome™) postcards, bro-
chures and books. He sold Dukane Press to the International Silver Company in the 1970's.

Bill Marder was among the first to utilize photography as a method of photographing the advertisers merchandise for producing
catalogs from controlling the beginning to the end of the printing process. He mover to Hollywood Florida to manage Dukane
Press in 1970, one of the largest printers with in house photography in the U. S. Bill did most of the photography for the post-
cards for Dukane Press. He later opened his own business, Creative Color in Fi. Lauderdale.
